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Why are there sometimes arguments about games in the playground?
Because some games are not fair/unfair rules/cheating
Someone has to be Captain apparently! Bossy people
If the same person is always it.
If someone is it and then they decide not to play
Changing the rules/not understanding the rules
What games to play
Too many games in one place
If someone joins in without asking or allows lots of their friends to join in.
Staff don’t always sort out the disputes/need to walk around more
Accidental tripping

How can we make sure that people follow the playground rules?
Everyone’s responsibility/acting when told off by an adult
Personal reminders/positive reinforcement
Assemblies to remind people of rules
Posters of rules/rules on small cards/signs
Rules banner on the MUGA/more use of pictures
Playground monitors/rewards for good playing e.g. certificates. 
Monitors meet with teachers to develop role
Clear information about who should be playing where
