· To encourage curiosity and general interest in key geographical and historical thinkers, theories and events so that they mature into life-long learners. Focus on character qualities: curiosity, empathy, respect, critical thinking, global awareness.

· To develop children’s specialist historical and geographical vocabulary. 

	· Liaise with staff members re- skills sets and the availability of teaching across different classes/ Key Stages.
· Continue to share good practice – observe History & Geography lessons in all year groups.
· Embed in all lessons the opportunity to enhance subject knowledge and practise key geographical and historical skills.

· Whole school focus on enquiry focused learning including key and ancillary questions, analysing, assessing and integrating information from primary and secondary sources and communicating findings.
